Royal Tunbridge Wells is easily reached by road
or rail and is the main shopping centre in the
area where you can find the historic Pantiles
and the award winning Royal Victoria Place
Shopping centre. Tunbridge Wells also enjoys
a vibrant nightlife with a several bars, clubs and
restaurants located in the town centre.

These amenities benefit the borough with a
healthy economy and high employment. Low
crime rates, good educational attainment, and
one of the highest quality environments in Britain
has led to the town being voted the third best
place to live by a Channel 4 television show.

Further leisure and shopping amenities can be
found in the nearby county town of Maidstone,
which is ranked in the top five shopping centres
in the region and has more than one million
square feet of retail floor space, including the
new Fremlin Walk.

The site is sandwiched by the major trunk roads
of the A21 and A229. The A21 connects London
and various commuter towns to the south coast
and the M25. The A229 runs through Kent and
links the site with Maidstone and the M20, which
provides a link to the Channel Tunnel and the
ports of Dover.

London Charing Cross offers further transport
links throughout the city with connecting rail
services to Waterloo and London Bridge and is
served by two London Underground stations on
four major tube lines.

LAND VALUES

Farmland values rose by 1.1% in the past
three months giving a total rise of 7.4% in
the last three quarters and are 16% higher
than a year ago. In some cases land has
been sold well above the average values.

The ongoing global economic woes, which
look likely to persist for the foreseeable
future, will only act to strengthen farmland’s
position as a ‘safe haven’ for investors.
Even in these uncertain economic times,

the performance of farmland is comparable
with that of gold and oil — all being
recognised as hedges against inflation.
